Adjoining Kootenay Lake Village are fifty kilometres of undeveloped, pristine water 
front real estate and an abundance of secluded beaches.

The answer to the property’s dormant destiny lies in its inclusion in the Forest Land 
Reserve for many years. With the Forest Land Reserve Act having been repealed in 2004, 
this magnificent property has, for the first time in recent history, become available for 
residential development. The opportunity to create something special is enormous. So is 
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the responsibility to create a legacy, which takes to heart the property’s essence and long 
time preservation. Thus the vision of Kootenay Lake Village was born.  

The vision behind Kootenay Lake Village is the creation of a unique outdoor lifestyle 
community; a place for people who want to immerse themselves in a beautiful, pristine, 
natural environment with an abundance of recreational activities right at their doorstep.

At least 260 acres of the 450 acre property, much of which is 100 year-old 
plus forest, is designated as protected greenspace. An extensive hiking and biking trail 
network, which winds through moss covered forests, links the shoreline to the upper 
reaches of the mountain. Easily accessible from all water front and water view lots, these 
trails connect a series of awe-inspiring lookout points, picnic areas and log and timber 
framed viewing decks. Prime flat land, ideally suited to a village centre, has been 
identified as a potential future commercial and residential development. There is a 
spectacular community beach park and landscaped park areas. The developers are 
investigating a suitable site for a marina nearby and the potential to build a world class 
water front walkway leading to a spectacular beach.  

Kootenay Lake Village is offering fully serviced, bare land strata building lots. Lot 
owners will receive design and building guidelines in which to follow when building 
their dream homes and cottages. These guidelines are designed to: protect the owner's 
investment, promote privacy, and ensure that construction is sympathetic to the landscape 
and blends into the natural environment. Home sites will be fully serviced by 
underground lines to protect the viewscapes. A Project Support Team of architects, 
builders and service providers has also been assembled for those who wish to have 
assistance from these resources when building their homes.

Nelson has been recognized as the Heritage Capital of British Columbia. Located in the 
West Kootenays, it is an outstanding example of early 20th century architecture, yet its 
distinct culture and eclectic community provide a modern mountain paradise on 
Kootenay Lake. It’s been dubbed the “Best Small Art Town in Canada” and one of the 
top recreational destinations in the province. The city is situated about half way between 
Vancouver and Calgary, and about 50 kilometres north of the U.S. border. The heart of 
Nelson lies along Baker Street, which offers a variety of cosmopolitan boutiques, coffee 
shops, eateries, and sporting good stores.  

Visual arts, theatre, and live music offerings are plentiful in the town’s cultural centre, 
theatres, and nightclubs.
